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Points of interest: Crawley Preserve hosts four well marked and

well maintained trails on 99 acres straddling two towns: Richmond Directions to Trailhead: From Route 1 southbound take exit for Route
and South Kingstown, with most of the property (84.2 acres) in 110 (Ministerial Road). Follow Ministerial Road for 5.9 miles to a
Richmond. The Preserve was acquired in 2003 as a joint project at the intersection of Route 138. Make a left and continue 3.3
